Heino Eller  - Sonata No. 2 (1939-1940) 

                  - Toccata B minor (1921) 
  

Sergey Prokofiev - Sonata no. 7 op. 83 (1943)  
 
Heino Eller (1887-1970) is one of Estonia's foremost composers. He is the 
seminal figure behind the development of the Estonian national school of 
composition not only with his own music but also as a composition teacher. 
During half a century (1920-1970) most of Estonian composers got their 
education under Eller's guidance - E. Tubin, A. Pärt, L. Sumera - to mention 
just a few.  Out of his large and varied compositional output unfortunately only 
a handful of works are played regularly. Toccata in B minor (1921) is a 
masterpiece of piano writing and compositional inventiveness that is 
unfortunately not known even amongst Estonian pianists. The Second Sonata is 
one of the best exemples of Eller's idiosyncratic musical language. Cast in three 
movements, it is a highly lyrical work with a hint of both national and nordic 
colour to it.  
  
Sergey Prokofiev's Seventh Sonata was finished in January 1943 in Moscow 
and was premiered there by Sviatoslav Richter. Its strong and concise 
expression and pianistic prowess make it one of the most successful
